	 Holidays :
· Talk about staying safe in the sun. Discuss hydration, sun cream and keeping cool in the shade. Ask the children what might happen if they don’t keep hydrated/wear sun cream and keep cool.
· Talk with the children about the new season of ‘Summer time’. What does this mean and can the children describe what changes there might be in the weather, what they wear etc?
· What do the children know about holidays? Have they been on holiday? If so, where have they been/where are they going? How did they get to their holiday?
· Talk with the children about ‘transport’. What do they understand about different types of transport? Ask the children what type of transport they have been on.
· Children can explore the ‘seaside in a tray’ using water, sand and shells.
· Children can create their own ice-creams using cones and pom poms. The children can count the scoops and discuss quantity; more or less.
· Children can create ice-creams and flavours using different coloured play dough with materials to add.
· Role play based on experiences e.g ice cream van, picnics, beach, buses/planes etc
