Unfortunately, the tree has died but it is still used as part of our environment but if climbed in, the branches could snap causing injury. Many thanks for your co-operation.

The children sometimes still request help with this but it is important that they are able to be independent in this before they start school in September, as unfortunately the teaching staff will not be able to assist them.
