Cold weather
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We continue to use our lovely outdoor space in all weathers.  Please could your child’s outer clothing/wellies be clearly labelled.  We have a small supply of wellies for the children to wear on the grass.  Please be aware that we have the classroom door open during our sessions to allow free flow access to play outside. As a result, the room can become cold so you may wish to consider dressing your child in an extra layer.

Library
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Please feel free to access our books/puzzles library which is located in the storage unit outside the Garden Room.  There is a card for each child; if your child wishes to borrow an item, please insert the item’s ticket into the pouch on the card.

Allergies
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Please note we are a nut free setting and do in fact have a child with a peanut allergy. Please do not send any nuts, peanut butter, chocolate spread or any other products which contain nuts. This will include items such as chocolate filled pancakes, macarons and bakewell tarts. Please note, as it is very difficult for us to know whether items with chocolate spread contain nuts, any such items will be removed from lunch boxes due to the risk.
Rising School Lunches

Please can we ask that all lunch boxes and drink bottles are labelled with your child’s name; we have a few duplicate lunch bags. Please also ensure that grapes, sausages and tomatoes are cut in half from top to bottom as these can present a choking hazard. We would appreciate it if you could send in a small spoon for yogurts.
Uniform
We have had several Rainbow Teddies jumpers left at the setting which aren’t named. Can we please ask again that all jumpers, hoodies, coats etc are labelled. With the winter months approaching, we tend to have several matching hats, gloves etc and it will be much easier for us if these are named. Thank you.
Settling-in Reports
Most settling-in reports have now been published and you will have received an email if your child’s report is ready to view. The final few will be published within the next couple of weeks. If you have any concerns or questions regarding your child’s development at any point, please speak to your child’s keyperson. We aim to offer parent discussions in the Spring. Details will follow nearer the time.

Punctuality
A gentle reminder that pre-school starts at 9am and finishes at 3pm.  It would be helpful if these times could be adhered to as the children have a daily routine and can become unsettled if they arrive late.  We appreciate there may be exceptional circumstances for late collection of a child and ask that you inform the pre-school if this is the case. If you have any difficulties with these times, please contact Marie to discuss options.
Sickness

Firstly, if you feel your child is unwell, please consider whether pre-school is the best place for them. If we feel a child is not able to complete their session, we will call to ask you to collect them.

If a child is affected by vomiting and/or diarrhoea, please keep them at home for a full 48 hours from the last bout of vomiting or diarrhoea. 
As emailed previously, we have recently had 3 cases of Hand, Foot and Mouth. Please let us know if you have any concerns about this or other health questions.
Coughs and Runny Noses
As we are heading for the colder months, a quick helpful reminder. We often talk to the children about minimising the spread of germs by coughing/sneezing into the inside of their elbows; if this could be reinforced at home, we would be most grateful.  Also, please could you encourage independence in wiping their noses.
Crackerjacks Fundraiser
The children (and staff) enjoyed wearing pyjamas to pre-school last term and raised an amazing £538.00 for this children’s charity.  Many thanks to all who participated and contributed.
